III. Mission and Goals of the Association for Early Intervention

The Association for Early Intervention is a non-governmental organisation which provides professional services, support and assistance to families with young children with visual and also multiple disabilities.

· It has implemented and is realising the ”GUIDANCE” programme, aimed at support for the whole family, promoting self-reliance and fully exploiting the potential and abilities of each individual.

· The Association prefers home-based services – the family and child thus remain in the familiar environment of their community and do not need to be taken from their natural surroundings – this programme serves as an effective service as well as prevention of institutionalised care.

The Association was founded in November 1997 as a civic association for the management of the operation of Early Intervention Centres, which have been engaged in early intervention assistance since 1990.

The responsibilities of the Association also include the task of defending the rights of parents with disabled children, and efforts to work towards legislative changes that would give early intervention the status of a service and separate discipline. 

in 2003 the Association cooperated to that purpose with:

· Medical centres and clinics, so that continuous and smooth transition between different kinds of treatment could be ensured for families and children. It is only by mutual collaboration that early diagnosis and efficient subsequent help can be achieved. 

· Client groups and client organisations. The Association protects their interests and helps them enforce their rights. The Early Intervention Centres serve as a platform for meetings of parents who can share their experiences and exchange their views. 

· Organisations and centres which provide early intervention to further target groups (e.g. the Early Intervention Care Diakonie ČCE, The Early Intervention Centre TamTam, STŘEP, Demosthenes, Slezská Diakonie, etc.)

· Specialists from follow-up educational institutions (nursery schools, special education counselling centres, day-care facilities, the National Institute for the Deaf in the programme for deaf-blind children) 

· Early intervention providers abroad and international organisations of professionals. The International Council for the Education of the Visually Impaired – ICEVI, Perkins’ School for the Blind, SENSIS International – these have all contributed to the GUIDANCE programme by sharing information, providing supervision, staff training and financial support

· Non-governmental organisations and social health service providers in an effort to improve the position of the non-governmental sector (SKOK, BANNO), sharing expertise with the National Centre of Education (National Education Centre), ICN, Ashoka in the Czech Republic etc.

· local administration in client’s homes (Municipal Authorities, City Halls)

· state administration - the Ministry of Work and Social Affairs, Regional Authorities

The clients of the Association for Early Intervention are families (parents or legitimate representatives) of children with visual and multiple disabilities at an early age (i.e. from birth until 4 years of age, children with multiple disabilities until 7). Services:

The standard range of services of all the Centres comprises 

· consultation,

· family support,

· child development stimulation,

· assistance in protection of rights and interests of the families, 

· provision of information, and education and training.

A corresponding Centre concludes a contract containing the conditions about service provision. The entry is preceded by a complex assessment of child’s development and client’s needs.

Forms of services:

· Field services: home-based consultations in families are a key activity of the Early Intervention Centres. Specifically trained and educated professionals make regular calls on families with young children with visual impairments, and provide support and professional consultations to parents, while acting as their companions throughout the child’s early education.

· Centre-based services (provided in the Early Intervention Centres): stimulation of vision, occupational therapy, occupational therapy, assistance of the psychologist

· Lending of methodological material, books, toys and special aids

· Rolnička (”Jingle-bell”) magazine

· Full-week rehabilitation courses for families – in addition to professionally managed workshops, this is the place where the parents can exchange views and information, share their experiences, and find support and understanding with one another.

· Support of families in visiting professionals and institutions, in dealing with authorities, etc.

The regional Centres also offer (to the best of the extent of their means and staff abilities) certain therapies and interdisciplinary services, and to different extents they also support all independent and  ”do-it-yourself” activities of families.

· Come-based therapy (in families)

· Centre-based therapy 

· Group meetings of families and organised visits

· Complex overall analysis and assessment of the child’s development and client’s needs

From the magazine, parents and professionals from institutions can learn about new aids and toys for their children, and can obtain recommendations and/or hints that might be helpful in their work, as well as information on legal and social implications. The magazine is financially supported mainly by parents and other subscribers. Since 2001 we publish a unified version for all regions: it is published quarterly and the regional centres take turns editing.

VI. The departments of the Association for Early Intervention

The Early Intervention Centres in Brno, České Budějovice, Liberec, Olomouc, Ostrava, Prague and Plzeň are regional centres that provide support and guidance to families of children with visual or multiple disabilities. The AEI establishes interdisciplinary teams of employed and co-operating experts who, together with the parents, look for and plan the most suitable ways of a child’s development stimulation and respect the individuality and specifics of a family. The advisors and other specialists responsible for the counselling and co-ordination of care in particular families in certain region commute from the Centres throughout the whole republic.

The services are co-ordinated and directed by the Methodology Centre.

Regional Centres

Early Intervention Centre Brno

Head of the Centre: Bc. Ivana Kudelová

The year 2003 has crowned 13 years of existence of the EIC in Brno. At the present time there are ”only” a hundred kilometres separating us from our most remote destinations, while at the beginning of the history of the Centre in Brno the advisors commuted on two days´ working trips to families as far up as the north of Moravia. This, however, is not the only change the EIC in Brno has passed through during that time. The number of children with visual impairment and multiple disabilities has changed gradually. Therefore we consider this year’s completion of the team of experienced physical therapists as a great benefit. Besides this, also further education of the team members and cooperation with external experts contributed to the extension of the offer of special consultation aimed at clients´ families. Apart from the traditional consultations for stimulation of vision we present the clients for example with consultations intent on bucco-facial stimulation or communication support. However, the efforts to extend and improve the quality of our services may bring some complications. Our miniature working department is becoming too tight for us. We hope that the next AEI annual report will contain information about our relocation to a bigger and lighter location.

Beyond the mentioned enumeration of services we have realised 4 consulting visits of clients that were admitted to the bed ward, 11 single consultations at ”non-clients”, five times were the early intervention advisors asked to accompany the parents to another specialist, or when settling the official matters, or when organising respite care. The regular parts of services are the telephone consultations, circulation of written information and materials, supply of further specialised workplace contacts and other various subsidiary therapies. The library that contains specialised as well as popular educational literature is available to parents.

Activities and happenings for clients and public:

Altogether we have arranged 10 gatherings for families – the so-called Parents´ Club with a total participation of 85 parents and 86 children and further on two special seminars for parents. We have also taken part in the organisation of a 2 week-long stay course for Moravian families. ”Open Door Day” was dedicated to and aimed at the general public, during the ”30 days for the non-profit department” and ”month for children, family and youth,” as well as at the International workshop devoted to the early intervention in Prague we have presented our activities and function. In addition an article about our department and the services we provide was printed in the periodical ”Hallo Brno”, published and distributed by the municipal authority. During the year we have enabled a special practice for 4 students Higher Vocational School for Social Matters an excursion for two groups of Higher Vocational School For Social Matters and for two groups of students from the Cathedra of Special Needs Pedagogy at MU Brno.

IV. Financial report

In accordance with Act No. 563/1991 Coll. on Accounting, our organisation maintains a double-entry accounting.

was kept and taken a filed separately. The contributors and are informed in details about the usage of provided financial means. 

The audit of the financial statements was started 31.12.2003 and ended 19.5.2004. The audit of the EU-funded Phare project was executed separately. 

A control of the Financial Office in the AEI took place in November. The object of control was the usage of state subsidies – in 2003, the Ministry of Health (MZ), the Ministry of work and Social Affairs (MSVP) and the Ministry of Education (MSMTV) granted in the total of 5 316 230 CZK. The control has not proved any unlawful usage or withholding of the means taken from the state budget; with the conclusion: no budget insubordination in accordance with the § 44, Act No. 218/2000 Coll. was discovered.
